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If a dog growls/barks when a child grabs his fur 


That’s a good thing in the sense that he didn’t bite the child


However it is a warning sign – that the dog lacks “tolerance”


The best way to handle this is to keep them separate



don’t let the baby grab his fur or fall on him



manage their interactions carefully, not a lot of them




very carefully controlled (i.e. just gently petting)


Recommend the owner take Zero chances with the dog



Crate or gate the dog away from the baby when the baby is on the floor



Only let the dog out when the baby is in it’s crib or safe



You wouldn’t let a baby crawl into the street and run the risk of getting hit



So don’t let the baby go near a dog that has bitten before

A dog that has bitten once can bite again

The willingness to bite will always be in the dog

The only thing to do is what Mitch calls the HARD CORE PROGRAM



Mitch has some typed notes on how to do this


In it you systematically over a long time work with him until he realizes 



he has no resources


You keep him in his crate all the time.



you only let him out for structured bathroom time and when you work with him



you only give him food when you are working with him




he doesn’t get free food


You also keep a leash on him all the time when he is outside his kennel



so you can control him if you need to

It’s not a good idea to give advice over the phone without seeing the dog.

You can’t really know what you are dealing with
