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Release Word 


Make sure Release words are always exactly the same and in the same tone


M - Your release word, should be the first verbal word the dog learns.  


Don’t want the dog to just kind of know what the word means. 


You want to know she’ll do it.

Release from a Sit


need to get eye contact first


You want D to want you to show affection for him


Only show affection sparingly


Say OK, walk backwards and pet the D

Release from a Heel


Say “OK” to release 



Make sure to step backwards so dog turns and “comes” to you to collect reward 




(treat, petting or playing with a toy) 


D should enjoy this – be happy
When Release from a Distance


If say OK – want D to sprint to you to get the treat




but D doesn’t have to be in any certain position, just very near you




means happily come to you


If say HEEL – want D to sprint to you and sit by your left side




means happily come to you and go to HEEL position

Clarity of Release Command


Make sure this is really clear – if not, it will mess up future training



go back and do more with it if need to

Need Eye Contact for a RELEASE


D is in a SIT, tell him SIT, walk away



if D gets up, tell him SIT as walk towards him



When get back to D pick up leash



Try to get eye contact



Say OK and release D, step backwards, D comes to you  – pet on him


Don’t release D until you get eye contact
