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Learning - PLACE

Lure him onto the dog bed



click when step on the bed, and feed

Then click will all four paws are on the bed


Say “place”



walk around him, both directions


If steps off – tug him and lure him back on


When done – say, “OK” and lead out with hand


Warm him up with 



Place – Release



Place – Down – Release

CHALLENGES to PLACE Command


Tell D – Place – Release him


Place – step back to challenge him 



if he breaks put him back


Place – move around him, step back


Place - walk to end of leash, jump up and down


Place – talk with him, stand in front, stand to the side, sit on the ground


While D is sitting on Place – turn your body away from the D



Makes the D think-

Do Place – leave the dog there



walk off and around people



figure 8’s


Make sure he automatically doesn’t go onto the bed



Heel up to it and heel away


While dog is sitting on “Place” turn your body away from her.  Makes her think a bit. 

Don’t use words when put D initially on Place

Let D make the decision to come off or stay

You to Action – Place


Abstain – stay there


Release

For a rather hyper D 


Teach D to CHILL Anywhere 



Can work on PLACE using a door mat to teach D to chill anywhere



or anything to help them learn it can apply anywhere



This helps them learn to CHILL



Wait until the D lies down on the door mat and relaxes




Make a boundary,




Take away D’s options s0 he will eventually just hang out




Use an irregular treat schedule




When he relaxes / really chills – give him a treat


Also put D in crate sometimes while they are at home
