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To teach a dog to bark

get them frustrated – flaunt the food or a toy – then stop


Wait to see if she barks


When she does reward her.


If she spontaneously barks, - say “SPEAK” and reward her

A Dog that Barks at Other Dogs on Walks


If the other dog’s tail is too high, stay away


Always walk with a stick or pepper spray to handle a stay dog if you need to


Ahead of time - teach the dog to do a proper heel (behind you)


this will replace the desire to bark at other dogs



watch your reward placement, use a short reward schedule, feed with left hand


Do the box step to help the dog learn


Place yourself between your dog and the other dog as you walk by them

Short-term



Don’t take the dog out where he can meet a barking dog


Long-term



See a barking dog, tell your dog, “Good Boy”, give him high value food



and go other way


When on a walk and pass another dog



Say “Leave It”



Leash pump



Give a treat or a toy

Demand Impatient Barker


Ask the dog to do more before you treat them
